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GLAMOROUS WOMEN IN FABULOUS PLACES ARTIST TRISH BIDDLE WILL BE PAINTING LIVE AT THE 133rd WESTMINSTER KENNEL CLUB DOG SHOW

The Art Deco Period is a favorite source of inspiration for her, as she incorporates the fashion, sophistication and simplicity of that era into her paintings. Born in Minneapolis and now living in Westlake, Texas, she studied at the Dallas Institute of Art before beginning her career as an illustrator and textile designer.
